New Overwrapper for Giftwrap 
A new overwrapper was recently purchased for the 
Multi-Roll Line here in Leavenworth and should arrive 
in August.  This new wrapper will increase our speed 
and capabilities as we can now run up to 6 rolls per re-
tail of both 40” and 30” product whereas the old line is 
only able to run 30” rolls at a maximum of 3 rolls per 
retail.  The largest benefit of this new wrapper is that it 
eliminates the usage of PVC from our facility. This is 
important because in recent years, many retailers 
(especially in the western states) have stopped allowing 
PVC in their stores.
